òand it will be a wonderful blessing to these  soldiers.ó   
Nothing thrills a solider serving overseas like receiving a 
care package from home. It doesn't matter what branch 
of the military armed forces they serve in, it just helps 

them to know that others care about them .

Chocolate Bliss Bites 
The comment about this was òThese 
sinfully delicious cookies have a rich 
chocolate flavor yet are low in carbs, 
zero fat and only 25 calories each.ó  
½ c. unsweetened cocoa powder 
pinch of salt 
 ½ c. sugar (divided) 
 3 large egg whites 
 1/8    t. cream of tartar 
 1 t. vanilla extract 
 1 T. confectionersõ sugar.  
Preheat oven to 300° F. Line 2 bak-
ing sheets with foil.  In a small bowl, 
sift together cocoa, salt, and ¼ c. of 
the sugar.  In a large bowl, with 
electric mixer at medium-low speed, 
beat egg whites and cream of tartar 
until soft peaks form.  Beat in re-
maining ¼ c sugar, ½ tablespoon at 
a time, until meringue is glossy and 
stiff peaks form.  Fold in cocoa mix-
ture and vanilla extract.  Drop by 
rounded teaspoonfuls about 1ó apart 
onto prepared baking 
sheets.  Bake 25 min-
utes for soft, chewy 
cookies or 40 minutes 
for crisp ones.  Dust 
cooled cookies with 
c o n f e cti on e rsõ 
sugar.  (My note:  I use 
a small mesh strainer 
to dust desserts with 
c o n f e cti on e rsõ 
sugar)  Makes 24 
cookies. And they look 
delicious.  By the 
wayé.I always wel-
come feedback.  Let 
me know if you try one 
of my recipes and you 
like it.  You can also let 
me know if you have 
recipes you would like 
to see included in this 
column.  Iõm always 
open to new and bet-
ter cooking ideas.  Un-
til next month!

no waste water is produced,ó said Ben Wen of UEE mak-
ing the production of biodiesel more continuous.   The 
United States government, United States Department of 
Energy's Ames Laborarory (DOE), Iowa State University 
(ISU), University of Virgina, University of California, two 
Kansas State University scientists, Ohio University's Ohio 

Coal Research Center, University of Cambridge, Univer-
sity of Kent, Chevron, Shell, Biotechnology and Biological 
Sciences Research Council (BBSRC), Portland General 
Electric's in Organ, Arizona Public Service, Green Fuel 
Technologies at Red Hawk generating plant, The Carbon 
Trust-- a U.K. government-funded company, New Zea-
land, Asia, Scotland, Highlands and Islands Enterprise, the 
Crown Estate, Northern Ireland Executive, the Irish Gov-
ernment, and the Valcent in Canada are all working with 
and researching algae fuel.  In January 2009, Continental 
Airlines flew the first commercial test flight with algae-
derived jet fuel. Al Darzins of the National Renewable 
Energy Lab said it is probably five to ten years away 
from substantial use of biofuels. Tom Schueneman says 

about 20 to 100 billion gallons per year need to be pro-
duced nationally. Kertz said he can produce about 
100,000 gallons of algae oil a year per acre; compared 
to about 30 gallons per acre from corn and 50 gallons 
from soybeans. With more than $240 million in Depart-
ment of Energy funding, six pilot projects using òcellulosic 
materialsó to produce are under way. The federal order 
to blend 36 billion gallons of biofuels by 2022, 21 billion 
is mandated to be cellulose-based. A project calls for 
10% of transport fuels from renewables by 2020 from 
Scotland. Algae-based biofuels could replace over 18 
billion gallons of fossil fuels used worldwide annually in 
road transport and aviation by 2030 according to the 
Trust Web site.

"On The Beat"  
Wister Police Department News  

Greetings citizens of Wister.  Well Janu-
ary has now come and gone. The New 
Year rang in quiet and safely for us here 
in Wister. January was a busy month for 
all of us here at city hall and the Police 
Department. With the New Year came 
some trying changes for some and mere 
motivation for others. Beginning last No-
vember, December, and into January of 
this year, the City Council adopted a 
change to one existing municipal ordi-
nance and requested that the Police De-
partment began to enforce another. 
Changes were made to Wister Municipal 
Ordinance # 4-116, which discussed the 
keeping of horses and cows within the 
city limits of Wister. In laymanõs terms 
basically the change that was adopted is, 
the original did not list goats as prohib-
ited from being kept in city limits. The 
original ordinance also stated that a per-
son with prohibited animals could petition 
any and all neighbors within 100 feet 
and with their signature of approval 
could provide such documents to the city 
and said owner could keep said animals.  
Again in laymanõs terms, the newly 
adopted ordinance # 4-116-12-1 omit-
ted the 100 foot clause and added goats 
to the list of prohibited animals within city 
limits. The new ordinance also directly 
excludes the sale barn in town from be-
ing in violation.  Along with ordinance 4-
116-12-1 the Police Department was 
also requested to began to enforce ordi-
nances 8-401 through 8-404. This ordi-
nance deals with storing, parking, or 
leaving dismantled or other such motor 
vehicles prohibited and declared a nui-
sance. This ordinance is an existing ordi-
nance that is now being enforced.  In re-
gards to the vehicle ordinance, the Police 
Department began to post physical no-
tices on all vehicles in the City Limits of 
Wister that were deemed to be in viola-
tion of said ordinance in one way or an-
other. On the 15th of January, the Police 
Department posted 131 physical notices 
on the vehicles in question. As of January 
27, 2010 the Police Department, and 
City Hall want to thank everyone that has 
came into compliance with this ordinance 
as approximately 41 citizens came into 
compliance removing approximately 86 
vehicles. As pledged by the Police De-
partment, we are and will continue to 
work with anyone on a case to case situa-
tion for assisting the citizens of Wister to

The rising cost of fuel is in everybody's face these days. 
Innovated people have created solutions. A high possibil-
ity is algae. Using algae as an alternative fuel is not a 
new idea. The U.S. Department of Energy studied it from 
1978 to 1996. Today it is more cost effective.  It's green 
and I'm all for it. There are 65,000 known algae species: 

from single-celled microbes in ponds to 100-foot-long 
seaweeds in Kelp forests. They use photosynthesis to 
transform carbon dioxide and sunlight into energy. They 
can grow in salt water freshwater, contaminated water, 
on land unsuitable for food production, in the desert, at 
waste treatment facilities, or coal-fired power plants. Al-
gae grow even better when fed extra carbon dioxide 
and organic material like sewage. It is estimated that al-
gae produce 73% to 87% of the net global production of 
oxygen, are among the fastest growing plants in the 
world doubling every six hours, and about 50 % of their 
weight is oil. Algae can produce 30 times more oil per 
acre than palm trees, and 400 times more than soybeans.  
Glean Kertz, president and CEO of Valcent Products uses 

a closed, vertical system, growing the algae in long rows 
of moving plastic bags. The patented system is called 
Vertigro, a joint venture with Canadian alternative en-
ergy company, Global Green Solutions. Ross Youngs, CEO 
of Univenture, parent corporation of Algae Venture Sys-
tems, announced in a press release that there is now tech-
nology reducing the dewatering cost from $875 per ton 
to $1.92 per ton. Once dry the oil is extracted using me-
chanical or chemical crushing. It could then be burned but 
some chemical processing is required to make it into bio-
diesel or jet fuel. The United Environment and Energy 
(UEE) in Horseheads, New York has developed a solid 
catalyst that can drive the chemical reactions without gen-
erating as much waste as do current methods that rely on 

liquid catalysts. òNo water is used in our process so that

come into compliance with the ordinance. 
As stated on the notice and in the letter, 
itõs the goal of the Wister Police Depart-
ment to utilize the bare minimum action on 
our part to aid the Citizens to come into 
compliance with any and all ordinances. 
In approximately 80% of the cases con-
cerning vehicles, the letter with the notice 
was the only action needed on our part in 
aiding in those folks coming into compli-
ance with no further action needed. The 
Police Department again, wants to thank 
everyone that has and will continue to 
come in compliance with said ordi-
nances.   Copies of any and all Wister 
municipal ordinances may be obtained at 
Wister City Hall during normal business 
hours.   Also new in January came a new 
look for a new police department.  The 
Wister Police Officerõs are now equipped 
with a new uniform. The uniform consists 
of black trousers with black shirts. In the 
cold months you will see your police offi-
cers in long sleeve shirts that are accesso-
rized with either a black turtle neck under 
shirt that features W.P.D. in gold letter-
ing, or a neck tie with a gold tie clip. And 
of course in the warmer months, the offi-
cers will simply be in the same uniform 
with short sleeve shirts. Also on the left 
sleeve you will see the newly created 
Wister Police Department Patch. This 
patch was drawn up and designed by 
Chief Chris Ford. The patch is a four 
sided patch that consists of gold border-
ing with a purple background. On top of 
the purple background, youõll see a Wis-
ter Wildcat with the American and Okla-
homan flags in the backdrop. Ford 
wanted to create a patch that places 
emphasis on the importance of education 
for our young people of Wister. Ford 
decided on the Wister Public School col-
ors and mascot to project the Pride of 
Wister and depict the relationship the 
P.D. strives to maintain with the citizens 
and young people of Wister. In closing, 
the Wister Police Department wants to 
remind you the citizens that we as police 
officers work for you. Chief Ford and all 
officers maintain an open door policy 
and are available 24-7 for any questions 
or concerns that you may have. The Wis-
ter Police Department again wants to 
take this time to thank the Citizens of 
Wister for forwarding us the opportunity 
to serve you as peace officers in Wister.  
The Police Department is located in  

Wister City Hall and can be reached by 
telephone number for non emergencies at 
918-655-3188. We want to remind you 
that always in case of an emergency dial 
911. Until next month be safe, buckle up, 
and come in and see us!
